Anybody who has a problem or is not satisfied 
with a judgment can submit a letter of disagreement to the sub-committee of the 
Royal Automobile Association of Thailand within 14 days after the date of 
racing.  Thus, it should be done under the the RAAT’s rules. 

        The 2nd race will take place on May 4, 2008 instead of May 11, 2008 (as 
previously informed) at Bira Kart, Pattaya.  The line of the track has been shown at 
the circuit already.  And, do not forget to bring a copy of your ID card/Passport/Birth 
Cert to the registration officer. 

      A result of the Cadet Class A for the past race will be notified to you all after it 
has been resulted by the president and the sub-committee of the RAAT.  After that 
we will be presenting prizes of this class on the 2nd racing date on May 4, 2008.  We 
hope that everybody will respect the result of the RAAT’s president and sub-
committee.
