Mini Rok and Cadet Class A will be racing together. However, the 
prize and the point collection will be separated.  Point collection will 
indicate 1 representative from each class to compete in Italy Rok 
International race at the end of the year. However, racers in Cadet Class 
A are allowed to register in Mini Rok to collect point from both classes 
by using 1 kart (using same engine and have same total weight). 
Official will confirm the track layout after March 9, 2009 so that racers 
can practice before the race. Practice and race schedule are attached in 
this email. We will inform you if there are any changes. 
 In ROK JUNIOR, racers will be using the official’s exhaust. Racer 
will have to lucky draw the exhaust. On Saturday morning, you will have 
to pay 300 baht fee for the exhaust and you may bring the coupon given 
to scrutineer. All exhausts are brand new in order to be fair. At the end of 
the race, racers must return it in original condition, if there are any 
damages; racers should be responsible for it. 
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
